Objective(s):  Increased and diversified agricultural production; Improved household incomes; Reduced chronic malnutrition among children under 5 years of age and pregnant and lactating women. 

Overview:  ACDI/VOCA seeks to enhance agricultural productivity in target communities through improved practices and technologies, and by linking beneficiaries to public and private partners for sustained income generation.  ACDI/VOCA is identifying, organizing and building capacity of livelihood producer groups & providing hands-on training and demonstrations of sustainable agricultural technologies. Techniques include irrigation, post-harvest handling/ storage and improved NRM (zai systems, demi lunes, stone bunds). They also conduct literacy training for women and encourage their membership in producer groups. The ViM team promotes locally adapted, improved seed varieties through the voucher program which increases access to supplies such as tools, fertilizer and animal production inputs. Technical assistance builds the capacity of livestock producer group members and includes a focus on dairy production. The project links producer groups to buyers so farmers have direct access to markets.  Additionally, ViM arranges for producer group members to participate in networking opportunities hosted by the government, private sector and donors.
ViM also emphasizes credit management and savings, in particular for women, by linking producer group members to sources of credit through micro-finance institutions or other non-governmental organizations operating in the targeted communes.  
Under SO3, ViM provides support to children under 2 and PLW through the provision of food rations.  It also provides logistic, training, and outreach for Ministry of Health service delivery initiatives, and works to strengthen the screening, referral system and training of staff to follow up with SAM cases. Using Listening Posts, ViM will engages in national policy dialogues around nutritional surveillance.
Finally, ACDI/VOCA implements the Community Led Total Sanitation (CLTS) approach, focusing on public places such as the market, health clinics, mosques and schools; the CLTS approach also includes promoting Essential Hygiene Actions.
