Objective(s):  Improved access to food of sufficient quantity and quality through the year; Improved health/nutrition of mothers and children; Advocate interests to decentralized authorities and influence factors contributing to food security.
Overview:  CRS and its partners improve access to high quality and sufficient quantities of food through improved agricultural production, increased revenue and improved natural resources management. Key agriculture activities include the development of low-land rice fields through Food For Work using the zai method; distribution of subsidized coupons for purchase of improved seeds (cowpea, corn, rice, sesame) and sweet potatoes vines; training of women in improved processing and packaging techniques and  water conservation techniques; and market gardening to increase revenue and improve family nutrition.
For SO2, the Preventing Malnutrition in under 2s Approach is a large component of the program and includes cooking demonstrations. The program has established health promoters and care groups in the communities, and begun behavioral communication change activities to promote health messages on essential nutrition and hygiene actions.  FASO also organizes quarterly health screenings using the network of community health workers to conduct door-to-door screening of children 6-59 months old.

CRS constructs boreholes and implements the Community Led Total Sanitation strategy which consists of empowering community members to take ownership of all related activities.
Finally, there is a school feeding component that includes take home rations for girls, and uses improved, fuel efficient stoves.
