Objective(s):  Food insecurity and malnutrition in rural HHs in the Maradi and Zinder regions of Niger reduced. Strategic Objective 1: HH with pregnant and lactating women and children U5 have reduced chronic malnutrition. Strategic Objective 2: Vulnerable HH have increased the production and consumption of food for nutrition and income.  SO 3: Target communities have improved integrated disaster risk management.
Overview:  The programs include an integrated package of activities focused on health, nutrition and water, and sanitation and hygiene, including the 1,000 Days Approach. Title II foods will be used to provide blanket feeding for all Mother Child Units (MCU), which include pregnant and lactating women (PLW) and children U2. SO2 activities focus on horticulture and staple crops emphasizing linkages with nutrition and women-led approaches, as well as livelihoods and building resilience to shocks through environmental and natural resource management and Savings and Internal Lending Communities (SILC). Title II rations will be used in FFW activities to restore degraded land and increase access to land for women. SO3 activities cover integrated disaster risk management and include a response plan for predictable shocks.

Cell phone-based basic literacy and numeracy program primarily targeting women and adolescent girls will be integrated into the activities. There is also a cross cutting theme of improved governance, focusing on capacity building of community and national level structures.
